Rigging the Cunningham: Laser Race Models

1. Check the items tn the pack and lay
them on the deck (Agure o).

2. Dead eye the grey line (Speciz) ontoa
pulley block (Bgare g}

3. Dead end the yellow line onto the other
pulley block (Agure 93}

§. Take the grey ltne through the cun
ningham cringle eye on the sail and take
the rope down to the kicker mast fitting
and tie 2 knot around it. Adjust the line so
that the pulley block 1s as close to the cun-
ningham eye as posstble (figure ga).

5. Take the end of the yellow line threugh
the pulley block which is attached to the
grey line, as shown and pull tt through
until both blocks sit next to each other
(figure o3 & 06}

6. Take the yellow line down to the kicker
mast fitting and ti= 2 knot around 1t

Make sure that the two blocks are sttll sit
ting next to each other (figure 98).

7. Pass the end of the yellow line through
the rematning pulley block by the can-
ningham eye on the sail (figure o8 & 9g).

8. Now take it down to the deck fitting and
pass it through the deck pulley from front
to back (figure 100).

9.Finally, take the endof theyellow line
through the deck cleat and make a line
handle (fgure :01)

1.Check the ttems in the pack and lay them on
the deck (Agure 17).

2. Dead end a pulley block to the Jonger grey
ltne (Spec13) (figure 38).

3. Measure 9 tnches/23 am from the end of the
pulley block and tie a bowline loop, with the
grey line, around the boom. Make sure you
can get two fingers between the boon and the
locp (fAgure 30}

§. Take the non pulley end of the grey line
and thread 1t through the couthaul end fitting
on the boom {figure g0).

§. Pass the same end through the pulley hock
block (figure g1).

6. Take 5t back to the cuthaul beom end fit-
ting and dead end 1t to this (figure 42 & 33). figure 39

7. Now dead end the pink iine to the outhaul
cleat (figure 34).

8. Take the other end of the pink line and
thread it through the pulley which is
attached to the grey line (figure 45).

9. This s how 1t should look. Once you have
done this you will not have do tt again asit

1s left on the boom permanently (Agure 26).

10. Now attach a pulley to the bottom sec
ticn. Put the mast with the satl tnto the mast
hole, take the shoct ptnk line and thread coe
end through the small hole in the gocseneck
(fgure ). Take both ends of the pink line
and thread them through the top of apulley  Ogureas
block (figure 48) Now separate both ends and
take them around the back of the mast and tie
them together with a reef knoct (figure go).

11 Make sure the pulley sits at the bottom of
the gooseneck fAitting (Agure so). This fitting
can be left on permanantly and the line 15
taped on so that the ends of the rope are kept
tidy and out of the way (figure s51).

1. Now we can attach the sail to the boom with
the hook as shown (figure 53).

2. Fut the boom on the gooseneck and pull the
pink line so that the pulley 1s pulled close to
the cuthaul cleat (figure 53}

3. With the pink line, tie 2 bowline Joop 4
inches back from the kicker boom fitting,
arcund the boom. Make sure you can get two
fingers between the boom and the loop (figure
34).

§. Take the end of the pink line and pass it
over the top of the cunningham line and

thread it through the pulley on the mast
down towards the deck (figure 55).

5. Thread the pink line from front to back
through the deck pulley (figure 56). Passit
through the deck cleat, making a rope handle
at the end (figure 57, see previcus instruc
tions).

6. Finally tie the clew of the satl down with
the short grey line in the usual way. Remem-
ber to tie stvery tight so that the bottom of
the sail fs as close as posstble to the boom
(Bgure 58).

7- To allow the cuthaul to be let out with case,
a plece of shock cord can be attached to the
clew tie down (figure 50). This 1s optsonal.
Dead eye the shock cord to the clew tis down.
Dead eye the other #nd of the shock cord to the
ocuthaul boom cleat {figure 60).

1. Locate the clew tie down line from the
deltvery kit line bag.

2. Wrap the clew tie down line through
the clew grommet and around the boom
two times and secure itwith a square knot
{fgure 61). e sure that the line runs on
the inside out the cuthaul.

Rigging the Vang: Laser Race Models

1. Check the ttems in the pack and lay them
on the deck (Agureya).

2. Fit the bottom vang fitting cato the lower
mast vang plate. You will need to use

a screwdriver and pliers (figure73)

3. Take the grey rope (Speciz) and dead end

cae end to the top single pulley block (fAgure
7a). Put bleck into boom vang fitting (figure
75).

§. Take the other end of the grey line and
thread it through the middle pulley of the
bottoen vang, from top to bottom (Agure76).

5.Then take it through the top block, from
bottom to top (figure 7). Attach the end of
the grey line to the shackle of the double
palley block using the dead end method
(figure8).

6. Take the blue line (s mm Excel Racing)
and dead end one end to the bottom of the
double block (figure 79). With the other end,
thread it through the starboard ssde pulley
block on the bottom vang fitting from top to
bottom (figure 80). Then thread 1t through
the double pulley block on the starboard
side, from bottom to top (figure £1).

7. Take the rope to the bottomn vang fitting
and thread t through the port side pulley
block froen top to bottoen (figure 82). Take
it tack up to the double pulley block and
thread 1t through the port side pulley, from
bottoen to top (Aguare £3).

8. Now take the rope down to the bottomn

vang fitting, thread it through the Last cen
tral palley, remove from top to bottom and

pass it through the metal eye (figure 83)

9. Lastly pass the rope through the vang
cleat and make a rope handle near the cleat.
Leave 2 long tatl on the rope (figure &)

10. Dead end the end of the rope on the
centerboard as shown. This will allow you

to eastly grab hold of the vang rope while
sailing (fgure 25).
